Robinson cited his recent sponsorship

of ASWSU Senate Bill 25-

ly granted the Gay, __
Lesbian, Bisexual
Association (GLBA) com-
mittee status.
Robinson was very con-

fident and relentless about
his commitment to diversi-
ty throughout the entire
evening.
"When it comes to diver-

sity, I don't just talk the
talk, I walk the walk,"
Robinson said.
Robinson also said, "We

need to stop doing what's popular, and
start doing what's right," in reference to
the negative letters and comments sena-
tors received following the passage of
Bill 25-26.
Robinson was asked later exactly what

he thought was "right," but never gave a
definite answer.
Talk then shifted to gay student groups

in general, and how the candidates feel on
them.
''The important thing here is that every

student at WSU feels at home, that they
feel they are safe," Carlson said.

"I believe diversity only adds to and
improves are education," Robinson said.
He also said the teaching of tolerance
begins at a very young age, and once
again referred to teaching children
"what's right."
